Jean-Claude Colin was the founder of the Marist Fathers — priests and brothers of the Society of Mary.

Born at the close of the 18th century in revolution-torn France, Jean-Claude was convinced that the Blessed
Virgin wanted a group of men and wonen to do her work in the world at a time of turmoil and challenge. With this inspiration he
forged the way for a new family of consecrated religious and of laity in the Church - the Marist family.

Jean-Claude Colin was born and baptiscd at St Bonnet-le-Troncy, France, Aug 07, 1790, as the French
Revolution began Its reign of terror. His qulet ambition was to be a priest amongst the neglected Catholic
people of his nation abandoned in their faith during and after the Revolution. He was ordained in the city of
Lyons on Jul 22, 1816. The next day he was one of twelve young men prc ing to found areligious family
bearing the name of Mary - ‘Marists', There would be branches of priests, sisters, brothers and laity.

The voung Calin became the founder of the Marist Fathers and worked tirelessly to promate the Marist Family. In 1836 the
priests” branch was approved by the Holy See as Fr Calin offered to send missionaries to whatever distant shore’ including the

The Cause for Beatification of Jean-Claude Colin was first launched at the Marist Fathers' General Chapter of 1893, In
